The Zip system - allows for a tighter screen finish especially on larger 
screens or where clear PVC is used.

The new zip finishing system comprises of a 5 coil zip which can be 
welded or sewn to the screen material.  This zip slides into a plastic 
extrusion channel that fits into the screen side channel. The zip and 
channel have been designed to work together to ensure smooth and 
taut travel when the screen is raised or lowered.  

The Bip system - patented by LLAZA - is a chain system which is welded into a pocket.
